11.  I believe that gold/silver should be the standard (i.e. equal weights and measures) from which to base monetary value.  I agree with the Coinage Act of 1787/89.  As far as the specific Honest Money Legislation, I am not familiar enough with the concept to have a complete opinion.  I believe, like the founders, that the control and regulation of value should be at the national level as dictated in the Constitution of the United States.  Conversely, I do not believe that money value should be set and controlled by each individual state.
12. I believe that electronic voting is much easier to manipulate and engineer specific outcomes.  If this ease of manipulation and doubt of outcomes cannot be done away with, the method should be abandoned for more, even if archaic, methods for security and dependability.  Without trusted voting methods the public looses its voice.  The requirement for U.S. Citizenship (i.e. 14th amendment) attestation for voting should be stopped in all fifty states.

13. We should not have a Constitutional Convention.  The Constitution we now have is fine.  The ability to change it is all ready present.  A Constitutional Convention would, I believe, result in the destruction of the entire system.
14. I believe the concurrent powers articulated in the Constitution of the United States, concerning the state’s power and sovereignty, is proper.  The people are sovereign, the states are an extension of governmental power and should, themselves, be bound to their own constitutions.  A state can trample the freedom and liberty of people just as fast as the federal power.

15. The key statement is “Constitutional” well regulated militia.  It is important to consider the world we now live in when considering the logistics of defense, both foreign and domestic.  History of the militia has shown great weaknesses in state controlled militias.  These weaknesses must be addressed.

16. They have their place but lack enforcement power.  We are not a democracy and I believe that citizen grand juries lend more to a democracy than to a representative republican form.
17. I believe the Federal Reserve Act may be unconstitutional.  Whether or not the Constitution gives congress the power to shift its responsibilities, in regards to the Federal Reserve Act or anything else, is a matter of huge debate.  I lean towards the idea that it does not.  However, the existence of a central/national bank was a reality long before the Federal Reserve Act.  It is a separate issue and should be dealt with as so.  It is also a separate issue from money value control.  Although these are all related they must also be understood as separate issues.  The real problem with the Federal Reserve Act was the shifting to monetary policy based on debt and credit instead of gold and silver as the Congress (Constitutionally) required in the Coinage Act.  The two (central banking and money value) are linked to be sure, but separate issues.
18. Natural born citizenship is the highest form of citizenship.  The second being naturalized by law through a state.  The real question should be:  Should there be such a thing as “federal Citizenship.”  Fourteenth Amendment Citizenship has been used to destroy state authority and bring everybody (through legal assumption) under the jurisdiction of the federal government.
